Your child has attended a special assembly today. They have seen and heard the brilliant brass
instruments! | hope this will have inspired them to become a musician and begin to play either the cornet,
trumpet, baritone (Year 3+), euphonium, trombone (Year 5+) or recorder (Year 3/4). Note that if you
choose the recorder option, | usually teach the recorder for the first year and then progress on to brass
instruments.

| am a qualified and experienced teacher and musician, and there are currently spaces for your child to
learn an instrument with me. Brass instruments may be available to hire at a cost of £52.50 per year. You
will receive information about this upon booking lessons. Note that this is in addition to lesson costs but is
incredibly good value, equating to just £1.01 per week. Recorder pupils must provide their own descant
recorder.

Details of lesson costs are on the attached booking form. Note that it is not always possible to allocate
your first preference, so if you could tick as many boxes as possible, with an order of preference, this will
allow me to arrange the groups as best | can. Subsidies are available on individual (first 15 minutes) and
paired lessons for families for whom the cost of lessons is an issue. These include:

- 100% reduction in fees for pupils who are Looked After/In Care (LAC)

- 70% reduction for pupils eligible for Pupil Premium and/or Free School Meals

- 70% reduction for pupils with Special Educational Needs and/or a Disability

- 40% reduction for pupils who schools classify as vulnerable for other reasons and who are unlikely
to take up (or continue) lessons as a result of economic or social circumstances.

If you think you fit into one of these categories please indicate this on the booking form. | will liaise with
your child’s school and confirm details with you.

Fees would be payable every two terms in advance (September, January, April) and lessons run for up to 33
weeks of the year, beginning w/c 6t September 2021. Lessons would likely be during school hours, but are
sometimes before or after school.
